3) HOT CROSS BUNS FREEZE
WELL FOR LATER USE. WRAP

EACH BUN INDIVIDUALLY - LABEL,
DATE AND FREEZE FOR UP TO 2
MONTHS AND THEN THAW AS
NEEDED OVERNIGHT IN THE

FRIDGE. 
4) HOW TO MELT EASTER EGG CHOCOLATE.

SMASH THE EGGS INTO ROUGHLY EVENLY SIZED
PIECES AND PLACE THEM IN A HEATPROOF BOWL
OVER A PAN OF SIMMERING WATER. MAKE SURE

THE BOWL ISN'T TOUCHING THE WATER. ANY
STEAM THAT ESCAPES AND MIGHT DRIP BACK IN
AND SEIZE YOUR MIXTURE, LEAVING YOU WITH A

LUMPY MESS.
